Briefing on Chinese Program for International Student
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Shanghai Jiao Tong University (SJTU) is a key state university under the direct leadership of the Ministry of Education. Financially supported by the Ministry of Education and Shanghai Municipality, SJTU so far has established comprehensive courses with a special focus on science, engineering and management. Due attention is also paid to humanities and social sciences.

SJTU was formerly Nanyang Public School founded in 1896, one of the oldest universities in China. During the past century since its founding, SJTU has educated a great number of distinguished graduates, such as President Jiang Zemin, Professor Qian Xuesen.
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SJTU has a strong teaching and research faculty with high academic standards, including many well-known professors and scientists. It has over 1200 professors and associate professors. Among them 13 are members of the Chinese Academy of Sciences and the Chinese Academy of Engineering. 

The university has a total enrollment of nearly 40000 students including 18,500 undergraduate students, 18800 graduate students for master’s or doctoral degrees and 4700 international students.

With President Jiang Zemin’s encouragement, the faculty and students of the university are making every effort to build SJTU into one of the world’s top universities in the 21st century.

SCHOOL OF INTERNATIONAL EDUCATION
Brief Introduction

School of International Education (SIE) of SJTU, is a special body of SJTU responsible for international students’ education, international education exchange, project and scientific research cooperation in SJTU. It focuses on the academic exchange and cooperation among countries.
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Education forms include degree education, language instruction, vocational study and training. Candidates consist of scholarship winners, self-sponsored students and students of international exchange.

The operation of the school is primarily based on the recruitment and exchange of international students, as well as the teaching and scientific research programs. Due to the SJTU’s superiority in the fields of science, engineering, management and liberal arts, the school is prepared to have full cooperation with the universities and educational organizations abroad, and to enroll international students from all of the world.

I. Long Term Program

The Chinese Language Program began as early as 1982. 

Since then more than 4000 international students have come to learn the Chinese language, literature, history and economics in SJTU. Nowadays, there are 10 different levels of Chinese courses in SJTU. Due to our reputation, flexible format and convenient location, more and more international students are coming .The following is some information about the program.

· Courses

For Beginners: Intensive Reading, Listening, Speaking
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Intermediate & Advanced level: Intensive Reading, Listening, Speaking, Writing, Reading, Chinese Culture, Skill for HSK

Selective courses (need to pay additionally): Chinese Kongfu, Chinese Painting, Chinese Folk Music, Beijing Opera, etc.

· Culture Activities & Field Trips

Culture Activities: Including symposium with Chinese students, visiting various places of interest in Shanghai.

Field Trips: Visiting places of historical and cultural importance for 2-6 days

· Time for class

20 lecture hours per week, 40 weeks a school year
Monday to Friday, 8:30am-11: 50am; 13:10pm-16: 30pm

· Tuition and Registration Fee

Half a year (one semester) --------------------------RMB9100 Chinese yuan ( approx. US$1,180)

One year (two semesters) to three year------------RMB18200Chinese yuan (approx. US$2,360)/one year
Registration fee --------------------------------------RMB450Chinese yuan (approx.US$60)

Spring Semester ---------------------------------- from February to July 

Fall Semester ------------------------------------- from Sept. to Jan.

March 1st—June 30th  -------------------- for fall semester

September 15th –December 31st ---------- for spring semester

II. Short Term Program

Mainly designed for international students who come to study Chinese for 1 to 4 weeks.

Group   -----------------------------------Any time in a year (more than 10 students as the same level)

4 weeks----------------------------------------------- RMB3850 Chinese Yuan  (approx.$500)
Registration Fee------------------------------------- RMB450 Chinese Yuan   (approx.$60)

Ⅲ.    Private Tutorial

Private Tutorial is targeted to meet individual student’s special need.

The tuition fee is RMB 200 Chinese Yuan (US$25) per two lectures (90 minutes). (Except for holiday and weekend)
Accommodation and Food

I. Accommodation

For the international students’ accommodation, SIE offers four kinds of rooms.
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Standard double room: 
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US$6/day/person (US$10 for short term students), with Private bathroom, TV, telephone, air-condition, Internet connection shared refrigerator, washing machine.

Ordinary double room: US$5/day/person (US$8 for short-term students). With TV, telephone, air-condition, Internet connection, shared bathroom, refrigerator, washing machine. 
Single room (on campus): US$9/day/person (US$16 for short-term students). Room with bathroom, Air-condition, telephone, Internet terminal and TV, shared washing machine and shared refrigerator.
Single room (off campus): US$10/day/person (US$17 for short-term students). Room with bathroom, Air-condition, telephone, Internet terminal and TV, refrigerator and microwave oven.
All the rooms/bed must be reserved when you hand the application form.

II. Food 
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International students can dine at various canteens on 
campus. 

Self service----about US$3 per day.

Board (for short term student)-----------US$15/day/person

Anyone who wishes to learn Chinese at the SIE, SJTU, contact the school office directly to obtain Application Form for International Students, and should

· Provide a filled-out Application Form for International Students.

· Photocopy of passport.
· Photocopy of highest education certificate.
· Send registration fee to School of International Education of SJTU, which is RMB 450 (US$60).

SIE will review the above documents and send to the successful candidates the Admission Notice and Visa Application Form for Foreigners wishing to Study in China (JW202). Student can apply for a student visa in the Chinese embassy.
